1.	 Remove all materials from packing box. 
2.	 Attach the outside air adapter to the bottom rear of the 

unit, if applicable (Encore & Defiant models only). Refer 
to install manual for appliance.

3.	 Floor & Rear Installation: Cut an appropriately sized hole, 
typically 1/4” larger than the diameter of the pipe being 
used. Outside air pipe can be installed at 0” of clearance 
to combustibles but must be metal.  

4.	 Use 3” (76 mm) aluminum metal flex or rigid piping to 
directly connect outside air to appliance intake.  

5.	 Secure the pipe to the unit and to the termination cap 
with the appropriate style of screw for the pipe being 
used. 

6.	 Attach the supplied termination cap to the pipe being 
used. The cap must be securely fastened to the pipe 
using either a hose clamp or sheet metal screws at least 
#16 in size.

7.	 Seal between the wall (or floor) and the pipe with silicone 
to prevent moisture penetration.

A #10 size screw is adequate for 
installation, but length and type (masonry, dry wall screw with anchor, standard wood screw, etc) will depend on the 
construction of the home.
